Space constraints 
Please note that space is limited and priority will be given to Non-Governmental Organizations that submit their applications early.

Important visa information 
Participants may need a visa to enter Switzerland - accreditation to the WTO Ministerial Conference does not grant entry into the country. Visa applications are handled by the Swiss authorities. 

They should obtain a visa through the competent Swiss Representation in their country of residence. Be aware that Switzerland has joined the Schengen group of countries, which means visa regulations have changed and applications may take more time than previously. 

REGISTERED NGO REPRESENTATIVES  ARE STRONGLY ADVISED TO CONTACT THE COMPETENT SWISS AUTHORITY IN  THEIR COUNTRY WELL IN ADVANCE TO INQUIRE ABOUT DOCUMENTATION REQUIREMENTS AND THE TIME NEEDED TO PROCESS VISA REQUESTS.
