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Development criteria for differential treatment in trade policies

Trade has the potential to be a powerful catalyst for human development but unfair trade rules and structural inequalities between countries make it difficult for developing countries to advance. The purpose of the workshop is to identify development criteria for differential treatment for developing countries in trade policies. The workshop will explore the links between food security, rural development, livelihoods and the right of poor countries to manage their economies. The role of special and differential treatment for developing countries in agriculture will be discussed, including its impact on gender and poverty reduction. The case of Zambia will be taken as a concrete illustration. 
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
