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The suspension of the Doha Round negotiations has left in its wake a large number of potential scenarios. To name only a few: large sections of the media have pronounced the Doha talks dead and buried; old trade hands liken the current situation to past 'collapses' and suggest that negotiations will resume at some point; others predict redoubled efforts to pursue bilateral and regional trade accords, since governments have been unable to get what they want at the WTO. 

All of these potential futures for global trade have been discussed at length, both at this symposium and elsewhere. What has been missing is a hard-headed assessment of their repercussions. In order to bring a more substantive analysis to the debate, ICTSD has invited some top modellers to critique existing projections for what is at stake in the Doha Round, and to look at how to realistically measure the likely effects of different outcomes -- both on developing countries and the global trading system.
