Overview of trade remedy measures and basic similarities and distinctions between anti-dumping, countervailing duty, and safeguard measures.  Introduction to concepts of injury and causation.  

4. Anti-Dumping Measures –  Ms Czako
Overview of Anti-dumping Agreement requirements, both substantive and procedural, for anti-dumping investigations and measures.  Review of principles governing calculation of normal value (including consideration of treatment of non-market economies), export price, adjustments, and calculating dumping margin. Review of principles governing evaluation and assessment of injury.  Review of principles governing investigation process, including substantive requirements for initiation (application "by or on behalf of" a domestic industry, self-initiation, consultations, notice), investigation process (questionnaires, hearings, verification), handling of confidential information, preparation of public notices (contents and publication), etc.  Discussion of injury (present material injury, threat, material retardation).  Discussion of causation and factors other than the dumped imports causing injury to the domestic industry.  Discussion of "lesser duty" sufficient to offset injury and "injury margins".   Notification obligations to the WTO, role and function of Committee on Anti-Dumping Practices.
