	The Workshop is organized by the Institute for Training and Technical Cooperation (ITTC) in cooperation with the Agriculture and Commodities Division (AGCD). 2. improved their knowledge of existing tools that might be useful in preparing and analyzing notifications;

3. gained "hands-on" experience in preparing notifications through practical exercises and case studies
