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DATA ON TRADE IN SELECTED AGRICULTURAL PRODUCTS

The stati-iics on the value of trade shown in the attached table are those already published In
document TN.64/:6R/W.2 supplemented by 2 rumber of BTN headings not previously reported and by the inclusion
of  data on Madagascar, Peru, Rhodesia? and the United Arab Republic and on the main countries not memhers
of the Commitiee on Agriculture. The document also includes minor revisions.

The data relate to the valug of imports from all origins and exports to all destinations except In
the case of the Eurapean Economic Community for which intra-trade fs excluded. They cover the year 1963,
except for Peru, South Africa and the United Arab Republic for which data refer to 1962, for New Zealand
#01962/63 and for Rhodesia in the case of which data on sugar and beer refer to 1064; for countries not
members of the Conmittee, exceptions in the year covered are indicated in the tables. Exporte are valued
f.o.b, and imports c.i.f. except for Australia, Canada, South Africa, Mew Zealand and the United States
for which imports are at f.c.b. values. United States exports exclude shipments for relief and charity
by individual and private agencies.

The sources used were national trade returns, 1963 llorld Trade Annual prepared by the Statistical
Office of the United Nations, the Trade Yearbook 1964 of the Feod and Agricultural Organization and, for
the EEC, JTableaux analytiques by the Statistical Office of the European Communities. For a number of
countries it was necessary to convert the data classified according to national trade nomenc latures into
the BTN. The reclassification involved certain arbitrary decisfons as regards the aliocation of certain
commodities or commodity groups, in particular in cases where the published statistics were not sufficiently
detatleds It was furthermore not possible to obtain data for all the headings 1isted. As the totals were
obtained by addition of the figures shoun, they may underestimate the value of trade invoTved 1n the case
of countries for which complete data were not available.

U only fragmentary data are available on the trade of Rhodesia, export figures are only shown
for sugar, beer, tcbacco and meat preparations. No detailed information on imports 1s avatlables-
