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1. At the first Special Session of the Committee on Agriculture on 23-24 March 2000, it was agreed that the Secretariat would provide, inter alia, "revised and updated background papers based on notifications on tariff quotas, domestic support, and export subsidies" (paragraph 7(a) of G/AG/NG/1).  The present paper is the second contribution in the area of domestic support.
  It further updates and revises the information presented in the Secretariat's paper on Green Box measures that was provided within the framework of the Process of Analysis and Information Exchange (AIE/S9 dated 19 June 1998 and AIE/S9/Rev.1 dated 27 May 1999).  The paper covers the implementation years 1995 to 1999 and takes into account domestic support notifications circulated up to 31 March 2000.

2. Annex 1 to this paper provides an overview of Green Box measures which were notified under Supporting Table DS:1 of G/AG/2.  This Annex is intended to serve as a quick reference showing for each reporting Member the Green Box categories (measure types) which are covered by its notification(s).

3. Annex 2 lists Members' Green Box measures by category.  The information was taken from the relevant notifications under Supporting Table DS:1 of G/AG/2, with minor editorial changes being made where necessary.  In Annex 2 reference is also made to any new or modified Green Box measures notified under Table DS:2 of G/AG/2.

4. Annex 3 lists Members' expenditures (including revenue foregone) for each Green Box category.  The expenditure data were converted from national currencies into US dollars, using the exchange rates as reported by the IMF in "International Financial Statistics (March 2000)".

Overview
5. All Members are required to notify their Green Box measures annually, except least-developed countries which should notify any Green Box measures every other year.  Table 1 shows the total number of Members which have notified Green Box measures under Supporting Table DS:1 for the 1995 to 1998 implementation years.
  Moreover, during the first four years of implementation, ten Members (Australia, Canada, Cyprus, Czech Republic, Korea, Namibia, Slovak Republic, South Africa, Switzerland-Liechtenstein and the United States) have notified new or modified Green Box measures under Table DS:2 covering a total of 63 measures.    In addition, four Members have submitted domestic support notifications under Table DS:1 for the 1999 implementation year (Table 8) and another three Members have notified measures under Table DS:2 which relate to the 1999 and 2000 implementation years (EC, Korea and Switzerland-Liechtenstein

6. Table 2 indicates, for the 18 Green Box categories contained in Annex 2 of the Agreement on Agriculture, Members' aggregate expenditures within each of these categories for the implementation years 1995-98.  Where the expenditures were reported in national currency they were converted to US dollars (for details, see Annex 3).  In most cases, the notifications specified the applicable Green Box category.  In some cases, where the notifying Member did not specify the relevant category, this was inferred from the Member's description of the measure.  Those measures which were not clearly attributable to the categories specified in Annex 2 of the Agreement on Agriculture have been assigned to an "other" category, as were any measures put into an "other" category by Members themselves.  For this purpose, two "other" categories were established, one for "other general services" and one for "other measures" not readily fitting into any other of the non-general service categories (see Annex 2, Tables H and U).  In addition, Table 2 contains a category referred to as "non-separated general services".  This latter category was created to list notified measures which appear to be covered by more than one general service category.  In Table I of Annex 2, under the column "measure type", an attempt has been made to classify the individual categories concerned. 

7. Table 3 is designed to highlight the concentration of Green Box expenditures by category.  For this purpose, each Member's expenditures for each Green Box category has been calculated as a percentage of its total Green Box expenditures.  Table 3 lists the five Members with the highest concentration of expenditure in the respective Green Box category.
  Details of the calculations and corresponding information for other Members can be found in Annex 3.

8. Table 4 shows each Member's total expenditures on Green Box measures in 1995 to 1998, converted from national currency into US dollars.  Table 4 also identifies each Member's main Green Box activity.

9. A number of Members have submitted domestic support notifications without Green Box measures (Table 5).  While most of the Members concerned indicated that no domestic support measures were in place, three of these Members (Honduras, Maldives and Turkey) notified domestic support measures other than Green Box policies.

10. In total, 67 Members have submitted domestic support notifications for at least one of the implementation years 1995-98.  Table 6 shows, for each notifying Member, its Green Box expenditures as a percentage of its total reported domestic support (see Annex 3).  Table 6 also illustrates, on the basis of the notifications, the relative importance of Blue Box measures, support within de minimis levels
 as well as, where applicable, the Current Total AMS and measures under the special and differential treatment provisions of Article 6.2 of the Agreement on Agriculture ("development programmes" – S&D Box).  

11. Of the 67 Members noted above, the share of Green Box support in total domestic support was zero in 12 cases, remained at 100 per cent in 15 cases, showed an increasing "trend" in 15 cases, a declining "trend" in 5 cases and showed no clear direction in 20 cases (Table 7).

12. Table 8 provides information for the four Members that have submitted domestic support notifications for the 1999 implementation year.  As evident from this table, only Indonesia provided domestic support, all of which took the form of Green Box measures.
