Abstract
In the final two weeks of July all efforts were made in Geneva to try to achieve an agreement on the Doha Development Agenda (DDA) round of multilateral trade negotiations. Unfortunately, officials were not able to reach a consensus and no deal was possible. What will be the consequences of such a failure? 

This session will discuss the macroeconomic implications that the failed Doha round could have on the global trade agenda and on the existing acquis of the GATT/WTO. Moreover, the panellists will address the advantages and drawbacks of the multilateral approach in global rule-making and will try to define what could be improved in this approach. The panel will also look at the microeconomic impacts of the DDA collapse, through concrete and practical experiences from companies.
