The EcoFair Trade Dialogue is a project carried out by the Heinrich Böll Foundation in cooperation with MISEREOR and moderated by the Wuppertal Institute for Climate, Environment and Energy. The overall aim of this project is to enrich the debate on the reform of the current agricultural trade regime through the development and advancement of forward looking guidelines and instruments. A concrete and coherent reform proposal which responds to the 21st century’s social and ecological challenges to global agriculture is envisaged as the outcome of this project. Currently this proposal is being moulded through an international North-South stakeholders dialogue.
