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Thank you Chair.  We would like to endorse the points just made by Uruguay.  We look forward to sitting in this room, in this setting, and no other, to conclude agriculture and NAMA modalities.  As my Minister has stated, New Zealand’s vested interest is in getting to an outcome.  It is clear that we have some distance to go, and we understand that there are a range of traditional mechanisms to get us to that end point.  We will need to deploy all the weapons in our arsenal if we are to get to our goal.
We take comfort in hearing that work is indeed underway - as you have described it very intensive work.  Clearly the key is to have engagement among the members, and the message we are taking from this morning is that there is a real appetite to engage and to negotiate, and we find that a very encouraging message.  We look forward to the opportunities for all of us to contribute to getting us to an outcome.  Thank you Chair.
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
