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Thank you, Mr. Chair.

At the outset, I wholeheartedly commend your endeavors to move forward in Doha negotiations.  Thank you for the very comprehensive report.
The negotiations have grasped necessary momentum with an obvious progress in certain areas since the beginning of Ministerial Conference. I think we all should try to capitalize on that momentum without jeopardizing the progress that has been achieved so far. After following the recent statements very carefully, I strongly urge all members developed, developing and emerging countries to exercise maximum restraint on themselves to enable the continuation of these negotiations.
Mr. Chair, 
We have taken note of your report on the preference erosion issue and encouraged by signs of progress in this field. However, we would like to reassert that the concerns of the ACP and LDCs’ should be taken into consideration in settling this issue. This is a particularly important issue for us and we reserve our right to come back to this issue at a later stage.

Concerning the Agricultural negotiations, Mr. Chair, both on “special products” and “special safeguard mechanism”, G33 has showed remarkable flexibility since the beginning of these negotiations. We support the latest compromised proposal by the G33 fully as was reflected in the joint statement.
We fully endorse the statement made by H.E.  Minister of Indonesia on behalf of the G-33.
At this critical crunch time, it would be unfair and inappropriate to ask more from developing countries on these vitally important tools for development.

In no way, these issues can be compromised for pure commercial interests.  We have a chance, a real chance to settle a balance in the world agricultural trade and create fair and more equitable conditions for the future.
On Special Products, one-tier approach which will cover 15 per cent of total tariff lines including 5 % for zero cut with an overall average cut of 9%.
On the SSM, it is critically important how we are setting the overall architecture. This mechanism is meant to be effective and easy to use when the need arises. 
The fundamental nature of the SSM is obvious: in a Development Round a livelihood and rural development tool for the developing countries. 
In that sense, the levels of triggers and the remedies need to be set in such a way that the user countries could address problems in the domestic markets immediately and fully. 
Within the context of the two window structure on which we had expressed our readiness to work on, it is needed that the remedy could raise the tariff rates up to the pre Doha Bound Levels without any restriction whereas in the second window, at least 7 per cent of the tariff lines should be allowed to breach 30% of the UR levels. 

Mr. Chair, 
Let me be crystal clear. There must be an SSM system which is effective and operational. The parameters of the SSM have been extensively negotiated and are known to the membership in detail. Without an effective SSM the Round cannot be complete. Make no mistake, we would not approve or give our consent to any package without an adequate SSM system. This is not easy.  I feel a sense of discomfort to reiterate what I have already stated before but this is the only platform I can use.

I feel confident that we would not be confronted with a last minute surprise or a fait accompli after hearing your opening remarks this morning.
