	Course description
	The purpose of this Colloquium is to update participants on the activities and instruments of the WIPO and the WTO, with an emphasis on recent developments and on policy issues under debate in the two organizations, and to provide a forum for exchange of information and ideas between them and the two secretariats on these matters. The colloquium would also be an opportunity to exchange views on teaching methodologies and outsourcing of technical cooperation. The WTO part of the Colloquium will address the policy issues under negotiation/consideration in the field of intellectual property in the WTO, including the protection of geographical indications and the relationship between the TRIPS Agreement and the Convention on Biological Diversity.  With regard to TRIPS and Public Health, the Colloquium will focus on the Doha Declaration on the TRIPS Agreement and Public Health as well as the implementation and use of the system established under the WTO Decision on Paragraph 6 of the Doha Declaration, as recently transposed into the Protocol Amending the TRIPS Agreement.

	The main objective of the colloquium is to contribute to building capacity in universities in developing countries and countries with economies in transition to train local experts and provide expert policy advice in the areas of work of the two organizations.

	TARGET AUDIENCE - ELIGIBLE COUNTRIES

	20 places are available for university teachers in the field of intellectual property rights in developing countries and economies in transition. Their expenses will be borne by the organizers. An additional five places will be available for applicants from developed countries, on a self-funded basis.
Applicants must work as a university teacher of intellectual property with at least five years' teaching experience; an ongoing role in policy advice with respect to WIPO/WTO work is desirable. They should have an advanced degree in intellectual property law or in international law/economics/management with a specialization in intellectual property. They should have an excellent knowledge of English.
